KEY and NOTES for Water Cycle (Day 4)


1.) Evaporation - the process in which liquid water becomes water vapor (a gas). Water vaporizes from the surfaces of oceans and lakes, from the surface of the land, and from melts in snowfields.

2.) Transpiration - the process in which some water within plants evaporates into the atmosphere. Water is first absorbed by the plant's roots and then later exits the roots by evaporating through pores in the plant.

3.) Condensation - the process in which water vapor (a gas) in the air turns into liquid water. Condensing water forms clouds in the sky. Water drops that form on the outside of a glass of icy water are condensed water. (This term appears twice in the diagram.)


4.) Precipitation - the process in which water (in the form of rain, snow, sleet, or hail) falls from clouds in the sky.

5.) Surface Runoff - rain, snowmelt, or other water that flows in surface streams, rivers, or canals.

6.) Infiltration - happens when water soaks into the soil from the ground level. It moves underground and moves between the soil and rocks. Some of the water keeps moving down into the soil to a level that is filled with water, called ground water. 
7.) Subsurface Runoff - rain, snowmelt, or other water that flows in underground streams, drains, or sewers.

8.) Accumulation - the process in which water pools in large bodies (like oceans, seas and lakes).

9.) Convection – The transfer of energy between an object and its environment.
